0 | Int. Chowder Bay Trk and Georges Heights Rd 
(70 m 1 mins) From the intersection, this walk follows the
sign to Georges Head Lookout, down the hill to the circular
paved lookout above the fortifications.

0.07 | Georges Heights 
Georges Heights is a gun emplacement with a commanding
180degree view over the entrance to the harbour. The old gun
emplacements are still in position, with their arcs of fire
explained in the signs nearby. The view from this lookout is
magnificent.
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
